Amendment to the Tamil Nadu Electricity Supply Code, 2004
(Notification No. TNERC/SC/7-38, dated 22-04-2015)

In exercise of the powers conferred by clause (x) of sub-section (2) of Section 181 of the Electricity Act, 2003 (Central Act
36 of 2003) Tamil Nadu Electricity Regulatory Commission hereby makes the following amendment to the Tamil Nadu Electricity
Supply Code, the draft of the same having been previously published as required by sub-section (3) of Section 181 of the said Act.
