                                   The above petition came up before the Commission on 2-3-2011.  Thiru. Shivakumar, Advocate appeared for both the petitioners.  M/s. Sakthi Sugars which supplies Bagasse to Tamil Nadu Newsprints and Papers Ltd., (TNPL) argued that once they switch over to coal they will be ineligible for tariff under Order No.3 of 2006.  They will also be ineligible under Order No.4 of 2006 because of the conditions imposed in the order regarding minimum quantum of power and minimum period of 250 days would not be fulfilled by them.  Therefore, a new category has to be created. 


                      The TNPL proposed an interim tariff of Rs.3.01 per unit for the power supplied by Sakthi Sugars to TNEB using coal as fuel.  This was opposed by TNEB.  The TNEB pleaded that they would be ready with counter by 14th March when the question of interim relief could be decided. After hearing the counsel for the petitioners the Commission passes the following interim  - 
ORDER

                                 The TNPL badly needs bagasse which Sakthi Sugars is ready to supply provided the interim relief is approved.   Weighing the overall interest of all the parties and the conservance of bagasse which is the basic raw material for paper, the Commission decides in public interest to approve an interim tariff of Rs.3.01 per unit.   Accordingly an interim tariff of Rs.3.01 per unit is approved subject to final orders.

The respondent may file counter within 4 weeks.   The petition may be listed for hearing thereafter.
